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& Blower Safety Information

Important —Please read these instructions fully before assembly or use.

Please read before using the air pump and save these instruction for future use.

This product should only be used for inflating the bouncy castle supplied.

Do not use air pump if any part is damaged or missing.

Do not operate the appliance with a damaged cord or plug, or if the appliance malfunctions, or
has been damaged in any manner.

To reduce the risk of electric shock, connect only to a main electric supply outlet provided with a
residual current device(RCD).

Do not use an extension cord with this air fan.

The appliance must be positioned so that the plug is accessible.

The fan should never be left unattended when in use. The appliance is not to be used by children.
Objects should not be allowed to be sucked into the pump.

To avoid danger of electical shock, do not use the fan in wet conditions.

To reduce the risk of fire or electrical shock, do not expose to water or rain.

If the power supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by a

qualified electrician.

Under no circumstances should a finger or any sharp object be inserted into the air intake.
Unplug from outlet when not in use and before cleaning or servicing.

The air blower should be used outdoor.

The appliance is not to be used by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory or
mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision
or instruction .

e Children must be supervised not to play with the appliance.

Installation

e The air blower is first to be placed on the ground and then attached in place with plastic anchors
through the fixing holes.
e The air blower should be installed in a well-ventilated location and on a level surface.

e Connect plug to AC 220-240V/50Hz socket.
e Turn on by pushing “I” firmly. Turn off by pushing “o0”.

Maintenance and storage

Always unplug and disconnect the fan from the power supply before servicing or cleaning.

To keep the fan clean, you can use a dry cloth to wipe the surface of the fan.

You should not clean the fan with a chemical solution as this may damage the coating and plastic
parts.

Never clean the fan in water.

The fan should be stored indoors.

This fan should not be opened or dismantled, as there are no serviceable parts.

Carefully read and understand all of the instructions and safety warnings in this manual before assem-
bling and using this product. It is the responsibility of the owner of this product to ensure that all users
of this product are fully informed on the proper safe use and the inherent risks of playing on this prod-
uct.

Always use the product in a well-lit area. Do not use without lighting during dawn, dusk or in complete
darkness!

The product must be placed on a surface that is COMPLETELY FLAT AND LEVEL. If the ground is
uneven, this could cause movement in the product that could cause product damage and/or serious
injury.

DO NOT position this product on a hard surface such as concrete, tarmac or paving. Suitable surfac-
es are grass, sand or a play area covered with an appropriate depth of play bark material.

Maintain clear space on all sides of the product.

Areas immediately adjacent to all areas of access/egress of the inflatable device shall have use
zones, which are free of obstacles and covered with impact attenuating surfacing for a minimum
distance of at least 1.8 m (6ft).

Make sure that there are no hazardous objects above, below or near the product. Such objects
include walls, fences, tree limbs/trunks, electrical power wiring, rocks, sprinkler heads or other recre-
ational objects (i.e. swing sets, swimming pools). Children can be seriously injured by colliding with
such obstacles.

Adequate overhead clearance is essential. A minimum of 24 ft from ground level is recommended.
Provide clearance for wires, tree limbs, and other possible hazards.The product must be stored away
or disassembled completely during severe windy conditions.

The product must be used with the anchors provided and installed properly.

Make sure anchors are completely inserted into the ground to reduce tipping hazards.

Do not use the product while holding or wearing any type of sharp or pointed objects such as jewelry,
watches, rings, eyewear and necklaces.

Do not wear loose fitting clothing that may catch or snag during play.

No shoes or glasses are to be worn on the inflatable device.

Always tie back long hair so that it does not block user’s vision or get caught in the safety netting.
Restrict away consumption of food, drink and gum.

Do not attach items to the inflatable device that are not specifically designed for use with the inflat-
able device, such as, but not limited to, jump ropes, clothesline, pet leashes, cables and chain as
they have the potential to cause a strangulation hazard.

Do not allow pets in or around the product.

Do not jump on the product with any play objects, including but not limited to, skateboard, roller
blades or any other equipment. DO NOT hold any foreign objects not authorized by the manufactur-
er in your hand and DO NOT place any objects on the product while anyone is jumping on it. Please
be aware of your surroundings to ensure there are no objects that could cause harm.

Inflation & Anchoring

Remove the product from the

Step 2

Unfold the product.




Inflation & Anchoring

Tie the connector tube of the
product to the blower.

Step 4

Fasten the rope to the short air
outlet as shown.




Inflation & Anchoring

Secure the product and blower to
the ground with the anchors provided.

Step 6

Switch blower power on. The product
should inflate in approximately 2
minutes. Check for punctures if
the product does not inflate properly.
IMPORTANT: Blower should
remain on to keep the product
inflated during use.




Deflation & Stroage

Step 1

Turn off the blower and unplug it
from the outlet.

Step 2

Remove the anchors from the
ground, drawstring from the
intake tube and allow the
product to fully deflate.

Fold the product. Product must
be completely dry before putting
away for storage. Starting at one
end, roll to force air out. If air
remains inside, gently press it to
deflate the air.

Step 4

Place into the storage case.
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Repair Instructions

Identify the location of the puncture
or leak.

Deflate the product and gently
clean the damaged area with a
damp cloth. Allow area to dry
thoroughly.

Remove the adhesive backing
from the repair patch and place
it over the damaged area (cut to
size if necessary).

Press the repair patch to
remove any air bubbles.

Wait 30 minutes to allow the
patch to dry before re-inflating.

Care And Maintenance

e Inspect the product and blower carefully before each use, making the anchors are fully secured and
there are no tears or rips on the product.

e Do not use any chemicals or commercial cleaning products. Wipe clean with damp cloth.

e Product should be deflated, dried and stored immediately following use. Do not leave product
exposed outdoors for extended periods as product will be damaged by external factors such as UV
rays, rain and wind. In particular, do not leave outside during windy days.

e Make sure the product is fully dry before storing, and store only in a cool, well ventilated and dry
location when not in use.

e Must be stored and kept out of reach of children and protected from pests or pets that can damage
the product.

® Product must be fully inspected before and after each use. This is very important to ensure proper
safety and maintenance of the product.

Warranty Information
